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Rules & Expectations for All Participants, Crews, and Guests

PROFESSIONAL CONDUCT

35 Raceway Park demands professional, courteous conduct from all participants at all times — including
drivers, car owners, pit crews, and guests.

We will not tolerate profanity or obscene gestures in front of race fans, ladies, officials, or management under
any circumstances.

The driver assumes full responsibility for the actions of his or her pit crew and guests — including those in
the general admission area. The driver is the sole spokesperson for his/her car owner and pit crew in any and
all matters pertaining to the event, on or off the track.

We expect everyone to look and act like a professional — be courteous, clean, neatly dressed, and a
respectable representative of the sport.

UNSPORTSMANLIKE CONDUCT

Unsportsmanlike conduct, verbal abuse, cursing, or threatening another person will result in ejection
and possible arrest of the violator, and possible disqualification of the car associated with the violator.

FIGHTING

Fighting by anyone — depending on severity — will result in fines, probable removal from the grounds,
and/or suspension.

FINE AND SUSPENSION SCHEDULE

Offense Fine Additional Penalty

1st Offense $250.00 4-Week Suspension

2nd Offense $500.00 12-Month Suspension from date of incident
Continuing Problems — Permanent Suspension

All fines must be paid before the individual will be permitted to participate in any future events at 35 Raceway Park.
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WEAPONS AND THREATS

The display of any type of weapon, or any threat to do bodily harm with such a device, will result in
immediate arrest and permanent suspension of all persons involved. No exceptions.

FLAG STAND AND TOWER

Do NOT approach the flag stand or tower to discuss a race under any circumstances. Any person who
approaches the flag stand or tower will be disqualified for the night and may be suspended from future events.

These rules apply to all drivers, car owners, pit crew members, and guests at 35 Raceway Park. Management reserves the
right to remove any individual from the premises for conduct deemed detrimental to the event, spectators, or other
participants.
